Mary: Grace and Hope in Christ A Lenten Study

Cars Parked Illegally During Masses and Other  
Church Activities 

Once again we must remind everyone who comes to Mass, meetings, 
etc., and must park on the streets, that their cars will be TOWED and 
they will be ticketed if they park too close to driveways or alleys.  
Recently we have had neighbors and the Neighborhood Association 
contact us, to inform us that people coming to Mass are parking too 
close to their driveways so they cannot get in and out without hitting a 
car. Please BE COURTEOUS and do not park too close to driveways 
or alleys. THE NEIGHBOR WILL CALL 911. Do not park anywhere 
it says “No Parking This Side of Sign” or “No Parking this Side of 
Street”. There is no parking on the north side of Kenwood, west of  
Alderson. There is no parking on the west side of Alderson from  
Ellsworth to Revere Place, and on the north side of Kenwood from 
Alderson to Norris, indicated by signs. Do not park too close to  
corners, where signs read “NO PARKING THIS SIDE OF SIGN”.  
There is NO PARKING at the corner of Kenwood and Alderson 
past these signs, and other intersections where indicated. At every 
weekend Mass and during other Church activities there are always 
cars parked on this corner past the signs. In our parking lots, please 
do not park in “NO PARKING” areas, in front of the priests’ garage 
door, or other areas marked as FIRE ZONES. There have been times 
that it was necessary for emergency vehicles to come to our Church, 
school, etc. and Father John was trying to leave for a Sick Call and they 
were BLOCKED by violators. Thank you for your cooperation in this 
very serious matter.
