Monsignor John T. Gulczynski Endowment Trust Fund

In 1982, Monsignor John T. Gulczynski, founded the Monsignor  
John T. Gulczynski Endowment Trust Fund. The Endowment was  
established as a perpetual investment to provide educational enhance-
ments to both our school and parish communities. 
 
This year we proudly celebrate the 25th anniversary of the Endow-
ment Fund, which has grown from an initial investment of $2,675 to 
over $1 Million in total assets today. The Endowment has grown and  
continues to grow through the generous contributions of our parish-
ioners and the investment experience from a diversified portfolio 
managed by a professional investment management firm.  
 
The Endowment Fund has been an integral part of the educational  
development of the St. Thomas Aquinas School and parish with over 
$200,000 in grants awarded since its inception. Each year, a Board of  
Trustees reviews and approves grant requests from our school and  
parish organizations. Purchases are made from a portion of the  
earned interest income with the remainder reinvested into the corpus  
of the Endowment Fund.

The Sacramentality of the Church

16. The Second Vatican Council recalled that “all the sacraments, and indeed 
all ecclesiastical ministries and works of the apostolate, are bound up with 
the Eucharist and are directed towards it. For in the most blessed Eucharist 
is contained the entire spiritual wealth of the Church, namely Christ himself 
our Pasch and our living bread, who gives life to humanity through his flesh 

– that flesh which is given life and gives life by the Holy Spirit. Thus men and 
women are invited and led to offer themselves, their works and all creation in 
union with Christ.” (41) This close relationship of the Eucharist with the other 
sacraments and the Christian life can be most fully understood when we con-
template the mystery of the Church herself as a sacrament. (42) The Council 
in this regard stated that “the Church, in Christ, is a sacrament – a sign and 
instrument – of communion with God and of the unity of the entire human 
race.” (43) To quote Saint Cyprian, as “a people made one by the unity of the 
Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit,” (44) she is the sacrament of trinitarian 
communion.

The fact that the Church is the “universal sacrament of salvation” (45) shows 
how the sacramental economy ultimately determines the way that Christ, the 
one Saviour, through the Spirit, reaches our lives in all their particularity. 
The Church receives and at the same time expresses what she herself is in 
the seven sacraments, thanks to which God’s grace concretely influences the 
lives of the faithful, so that their whole existence, redeemed by Christ, can 
become an act of worship pleasing to God. From this perspective, I would like 
here to draw attention to some elements brought up by the Synod Fathers 
which may help us to grasp the relationship of each of the sacraments to the 
eucharistic mystery.

----------------------------------------------------

In coming weeks we will contemplate the Holy 
Father’s thoughts on the Eucharist’s relationship to 
each of the sacraments. 

First, however, it is wise to consider Pope Benedict’s 
point that the Church herself is not only a sacrament 
but “the universal sacrament of salvation.” This 
seems like a big statement. However, after having 
carefully read and considered his previous presenta-
tion of the Eucharist it becomes a logical conclusion. 
Not only does the Church receive the Eucharist, but 
by being the instrument through which the Eucha-
rist reaches us, the Church becomes a sacrament “ 

— a sign and instrument — of communion with God 
and of the unity of the entire human race.”

Once again, prayerful contemplation is needed to

more fully understand the Eucharist’s salvific action 
in the Church, in our lives and, through us, in the 
rest of the world.
