Unaccompanied Children 
Earlier in the summer we ran a reminder regarding unaccompanied 
children. Parents or adult family members must accompany children 12 
years old and under to the lavatory, anytime they are here at  
St. Thomas Aquinas, whether for Sunday Mass, school activities, sports 
practices of older siblings, etc. Also please do not let your children 
roam unattended in the courtyard, St. Anne Hall or other places on 
campus, when you are here for classes, volunteering or watching the 
activities of older children.  

 

As to the Reception of Holy Communion 
The proper way to receive Holy Communion in the ordinary form of 
the Latin Rite, whether kneeling or standing: 

• Say “Amen” 
 When the Priest, Deacon, or Extraordinary Minister of Holy 
 Communion, says “The Body of Christ” always respond aloud 
 “Amen”. 

• When receiving Holy Communion on the tongue 
 Please respectfully extend the tongue so that the Priest, Deacon, 

or Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion may place the 
Consecrated Host on the tongue. The head should remain still, so 
that, for the sake of hygiene, the fingers of the Priest, Deacon, or 
Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion do not touch the 
tongue, but only the Consecrated Host.  

• When receiving Holy Communion in the hand 
 Please extend the palm of the non-dominant hand, with other hand 
 beneath. The Host should never be taken in the fingers from the 
 Priest, Deacon, or Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion.  

• Children 
 Children, not yet mature enough to receive Holy Communion 
 are welcome to come forward with their parents. They should fold 
 their hands over their hearts to receive a blessing from  the Priest, 
 Deacon, or Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion. 

• Persons unable to come forward to the Communion rail 
 Please inform the ushers of your need to receive Holy Communion 
 at your seat in the congregation and the Priest, Deacon or  
 Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion will gladly come to 
 bring Holy Communion to you. 

• People with allergies to wheat gluten 
 We are able to provide very low gluten hosts, approved by the
 Holy See for use at Mass. Please come to the Sacristy  before each 
 time you are in attendance, to inform us of your need, and come at 
 the end of the Communion line, to the center of the Communion 
 rail, where someone will bring the  Consecrated Host for you. You 
 may identify yourself again, to the Priest, Deacon, or Extra—
 ordinary Minister of Holy Communion, at that time.

A Parish School is one of the principal, most important and best of the 
apostolic works of a parish community. This is especially true here at 
St. Thomas Aquinas. The School is therefore primarily intended for the 
children of registered and participating member families of  
St. Thomas Aquinas Parishioners. The school also should be supported 
by the prayers, service and resources of all the contributing members. 
Eligibility for the parishioner tuition rate for the 2009-2010 school year 
at St. Thomas Aquinas School will be determined by the parish  
business office based upon two important factors which indicate  
active membership and participation in this parish and are required for 
school families. 
 

1) PARISH CONTRIBUTIONS: Each family must show a record  
 of consistent giving in the Sunday collection to CHURCH  
 SUPPORT or DEBT REDUCTION. Each registered school  
 family should contribute monthly, with an annual cumulative 
 contribution of at least $600 as the norm, recorded from January to  
 December 2008. Second collections, which are commended for 
 additional charitable giving, are not considered in this total as they 
 do not pertain to CHURCH SUPPORT or DEBT REDUCTION. 
 

2)  VOLUNTEER HOURS: Every family with students currently  
 enrolled in the school must have a record of contributing adult  
 volunteer service to the School or to the Parish.
